0 90 credits/3 yrs for those with a Cegep DEC

0 Average of 12-15 credits per semester (up to 1 extra year ok)
Second/alternate Bachelor’s Degree

0 45 credits with grades by application deadline
Winter 2020 grades not used
Small boost for courses (400 level +), professional degree, Masters, PhD
Extenuating circumstances




Science Prerequisites

* Required Science courses
* Bio, Chem, Physics- 1 year (2 semesters) worth, with labs
