and role-emerging areas of practice. 

Course Structure: This is the first of four clinical practicum courses. This first 

course is scheduled for 6 weeks full-time. In this practicum, learning objectives and 

expectations will be considered level 1. 

Instructional Methods: Clinical education will be provided by occupational 

therapists that work in various settings, depending on the rotation type of practicum 

offered. The t
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 The student will identify and understand the role of OT in the specific 

setting. 

 The student will begin the process of comparing the role of OT in his/her 

setting with other settings (MyCourses discussion board). 

 The student will understand his/her role within the setting and begin 

assuming the role of an OT. 

2. Develop observational skills. 

 The student will be expected to observe all aspects of OT interventions and 

communicate observations with the clinical educator. 

3. Interview. 

 The student will be able to perform a client interview. 

4. Analyze activity. 

 The student will be able to plan activities for treatment and analyze the 

activities with accuracy. 

5. Implement assessments and plan treatment. 

 When appropriate, the student will perform parts of or complete 

assessments
