Course Content:  Topics include, but are not limited to: phases of healing of 

musculoskeletal tissues in relation to rehabilitation goals, patient interview & 

charting, orthopedic assessment (observation, posture, swelling, ROM, strength, 

flexibility, gait, transfers, balance, palpation), treatment approaches (education, 

exercise prescription, gait, transfers, massage (QY students), biophysical agents) for 

specific conditions (fracture, arthroplasty, rheumatic conditions, amputees, burn 

survivors, cutaneous wound healing), pharmacology relevant to these conditions, 

and patient self-efficacy.
