Master's Degrees5.1

Residence Requirements ± Master©s Degrees

Refers to the number of terms (or years) students must be re gistered on a full-time basis to complete their program. Students are NO T permitted to graduate
until the y ha v e fulfilled the residence requirement (or paid the corresponding fees) in their program.

• The follo wing master's programs ha v e a minimum  residence requirement of thr ee full-time terms: M.Arch., M.A., M.Eng., LL.M., M.Mus. ( except
M.Mus. in Sound Recording), M.Sc., M.S.W ., M.Sc.A. ( except M.Sc.A. in Communication Sciences and Disorders).

• The follo wing master's programs ha v e a minimum  residence requirement of four full-time terms : M.I.St.; M.Mus. in Sound Recording; M.U.P .; M.A.
(60 credits – Counselling Psychology – thesis; 78 credits – Educational Psychology); M.A. Teaching and Learning – Non-Thesis; M.Sc.A. in Communication
Sciences and Disorders; S.T .M., Religious Studies.

• The residence requirement for the master's program in Education (M.Ed.); Information Studies (M.I.St.); Management (M.B.A.); Religious Studies
(S.T.M.); M.A. Counselling Psychology – Non-Thesis; M.A. Teaching and Learning – Non-Thesis; M.Sc. in Public Health – Non-Thesis; M.Sc.A.
Nursing; M.Sc.A. Occupational Therap y; M.Sc.A. Ph ysical Therap y; and students in part-time programs is determined on a per course basis. Residence
requirements are fulfilled when students complete all course requirements in their respecti v e programs.

• For master's programs structured as Course, Project, or Non-Thesis options where the program is pursued on a part-time basis, residence requirements
are normally fulfilled when students complete all course requirements in their respecti v e programs (minimum 45 credits or a minimum of three full-time
terms) and pay the fees accordingly .

These designated periods of residence represent minimum time requirements. There is no guarantee that the w ork for the de gree can be completed in this
time. Students must re gister for such additional terms as are needed to complete the program.

Thesis ± Doctoral

The thesis for the Ph.D. de gree must display original scholarship e xpressed in good literate style and must be a distinct contrib ution to kno wledge. Formal
notice of a thesis title and names of examiners must be submitted to the Thesis section of GPS on the Nomination of Examiners and Thesis Submission
form, available at www.mcgill.ca/gps/thesis/guidelines/initial-submission, in accordance with the dates on www.mcgill.ca/importantdates, at the same
time as the thesis is submitted. The list of e xaminers must be appro v ed by the Department Chair , the supervisor and the student. The Thesis section of GPS
should be notified of an y subsequent change of title as early as possible. Guidelines and deadlines are a v ailable at www.mcgill.ca/gps/thesis/guidelines.

Special re gulations for the Ph.D. de gree in particular departments are stated in the entries of those departments.

Thesis Oral Examination ± Doctoral

After the thesis has been recei v ed and appro v ed, a final oral e xamination is held on the subject of the thesis and subjects intimately related to it. This is
conducted in the presence of a Committee of at least fiv e members presided o v er by a Pro-Dean nominated by Graduate and Postdoctoral Studies. The Chair
of the candidate's department and the Thesis Supervisor are re gularly in vited to be members of the Committee; at least one member of the Committee is
appointed from outside the candidate's department. Guidelines are a v ailable at www.mcgill.ca/gps/thesis/guidelines.

Ad Personam Programs (Thesis Option Only)5.3

In v ery rare circumstances, an applicant who wishes to eng age in Master's (thesis option only) or Ph.D. studies of an interdisciplinary nature in v olving joint
supervision by tw o departments, each of which is authorized by the Go v ernment of Quebec to of fer its o wn graduate programs, may be admitted to an Ad
Personam program. F or more information, see www.mcgill.ca/gradapplicants/programs and contact the rele v ant department.

Coursework for Graduate Programs, Diplomas, and Certificates5.4

Upper -le v el under graduate courses (e xcluding 500-le v el) may not be considered for de grees, diplomas, and certificates unless the y are already listed as
required courses in the appro v ed program description. If an upper -le v el under graduate course (e xcluding 500 le v el) is tak en by a graduate student, it must
come as a recommendation from the Graduate Program Director in the department. The recommendation must state if the under graduate course is an additional
requirement for the program (must obtain B- or better) or if the course is e xtra to the program (will be flagged as such on the record and fees will be char ged).

English and French language courses of fered by the French Language Centre (F aculty of Arts) or the School of Continuing Studies may not be tak en for
course w ork credits to w ard a graduate program.

All substitutions for course w ork in graduate programs, diplomas, and certificates must be appro v ed by GPS.

Courses tak en at other institutions to be part of the requirements of a program of study must be appro v ed by GPS before re gistration. Double counting is not
permitted.

Postdoctoral Research8

Students must inform themselv es of Uni v ersity rules and re gulations and k eep abreast of an y changes that may occur . The Postdoctoral Research section

of this publication contains important details required by postdoctoral scholars during their studies at McGill and should be periodically consulted, along

with other sections and related publications.

Postdocs8.1

Postdocs are recent graduates with a Ph.D. or equi v alent (i.e., Medical Specialist Diploma) eng aged by a member of the Uni v ersity’ s academic staf f, including
Adjunct Professors, to assist him/her in research.

Postdocs must be appointed by their department and re gistered with Enrolment Services in order to ha v e access to Uni v ersity f acilities (library , computer ,
etc.).

Guidelines and Policy for Academic Units on Postdoctoral Education8.2

The general guidelines listed belo w are meant to encourage units to e xamine their policies and procedures to support postdoctoral education. Ev ery unit
hosting Postdocs should ha v e e xplicitly stated policies and procedures for the pro vision of postdoctoral education as well as established means for informing
Postdocs of policies, procedures, and pri vile ges (e.g., orientation sessions, handbooks, etc.), as well as mechanisms for addressing complaints. Academic
units should ensure that their policies, procedures and pri vile ges are consistent with these guidelines and the Charter of Students’  Rights. F or their part,
Postdocs are responsible for informing themselv es of policies, procedures, and pri vile ges.

1. De®nition and Status

i. Postdoctoral status will be recognized by the Uni v ersity in accordance with Quebec pro vincial re gulations. Persons may only be re gistered with
postdoctoral status for a period of up to fiv e years from the date the y were a w arded a Ph.D. or equi v alent de gree. Time allocated to parental or health
lea v e is added to this period of time. Lea v es for other reasons, including v acation lea v e, do not e xtend the term. Postdocs must do research under the
supervision of a McGill professor , including Adjunct Professors, who is a member of McGill's academic staf f qualified in the discipline in which training
is being pro vided and with the abilities to fulfil responsibilities as a supervisor of the research and as a mentor for career de v elopment. The y are e xpected
to be eng aged primarily in research with minimal teaching or other responsibilities.

2. Registration

i. Postdocs must be re gistered annually with the Uni v ersity through Enrolment Services. Initial re gistration will require an original or notarized cop y of
the Ph.D. diploma. Re gistration will be limited to persons who fulfil the definition abo v e and for whom there is an assurance of appropriate funding and
where the unit can pro vide assurance of the necessary resources to permit postdoctoral education.

ii. Upon re gistration, the Postdoc will be eligible for a Uni v ersity identity card issued by Enrolment Services.

3. Appointment, Pay, Agreement of Conditions

i. Appointments may not e xceed your re gistration eligibility status.

ii. In order to be re gistered as a Postdoc, you must be assured of financial support other than from personal means during your stay at McGill Uni v ersity ,
equi v alent to the minimal stipend requirement set by the Uni v ersity in accordance with guidelines issued by federal and pro vincial research granting
agencies. There are no pro visions for paid parental lea v e unless this is stipulated in the re gulations of a funding agenc y outside the Uni v ersity .

iii. At the outset of a postdoctoral appointment, a written Letter of Agreement for Postdoctoral Education should be dra wn up and signed by the Postdoc,
the supervisor , and the department head or dele g ate (see template Letter of Agreement and supporting document— Commitments of Postdoctoral Scholars
and Supervisors—a v ailable at wwwwwwvÐavwn 37.695 Tm,

iii. As a rule, Postdocs who are Canadian citizens or who ha v e Permanent Resident status may tak e courses for credit. Admission to such courses should
be sought by submitting application documents directly to the appropriate program by the Postdoc. The y must be admitted by the department of fering

An y other Uni v ersity services must
be purchased (e.g., access to athletic f acilities);

• the indi vidual must arrange for basic health insurance co v erage prior to arri v al at McGill and may be required to pro vide proof of co v erage.
